Sonoma Overlook Trail

The first recorded description of the view from here (1842)

€ We first ascended a steep hill a the back of the mission, whence we obtained ew ol the
reglon. In the distance lay the waters of the ragnificent harboe, while st our feet stretched a plain, for it exhibited
nothing of the valley but its wall of mountatas, sbout fifteen miles long and three broad. This plais is compused
of alluvial solf, which is so fertile a5 10 ylekd about 50 returns of wheat, and the hills present sbundance of willow,
poplar, pine, chestniat, and cedar.... Beaver and ofter have recently been caught within haf a mile of the mission,
and thern are also the red deer, the wild goat [antelope], the bear, the panther, the wolf, the fax, the rabbit, etc 97

* Consistent, leisurely ascent through
riparianoakforest, complete with
seasonal streams. Summit has great
views of Sonoma Valley, and San
Francisco if it’s a really clear day!

Montini Preserve + Overlook Trail
* Moderate, 4 miles. 400ft elev. Gain

* Outand back trail leaving from
Montini trallhead. See the Red
Quarry at Montinl en route to the
Sonoma Overlook summit. Just a bit
longerthan our Overlook Summit
Loop, but with more views!
